About Us 

The NWT Disabilities Council  is  a  

Territorial resource for people with  

disabilities, their families, businesses, and  

government agencies. The Council offers 

a multitude of services and has a broad 

range of information on various disability 

issues.  

The Councilôs main office is based in   

Yellowknife and features an  accessible 

computer for public use. The office also 

has a  resource library and can mail 

books to  anyone in the Territory.  Stop by 

the office or give us a call to find out more 

about available programs and services. 

Current Council  programs  include:  

 

Early Childhood Intervention 

This program provides one-on-one  

 developmental assistance  for  children 

with disabilities up to six years  of age, 

allowing them to  successfully participate 

in community  early childhood programs .  

This program is only available in   

Yellowknife at this time.  

Parking Placard  

The council administers the parking plac-

ard program for people with mobility im-

pairments.  The placard is registered to 

the person with the disability and may be 

used in any vehicle which that person 

travels in.   

Information, Referral & Support 

This program provides disability informa-

tion to people from across the NWT either 

in person, by phone, fax or email.  

 Requests vary person to person. The 

program is primarily dedicated to ensuring 

there is sensitivity and commitment to all 

persons requiring assistance. It can be an 

initial contact that gets referred to an  

already existing community resource or 

more complex such as assisting  the cli-

ent to advocate  for services.  The  

program supports people by assisting 

them to fill out forms, attending  meetings, 

writing letters of support and sometimes 

just  listening. 

 

Respite in Outlying Communities  

This programs offers respite services to 

families in Deline, Aklavik and Fort Smith.   

The program hires and trains local      

community  members as Respite Workers 

to provide planned in-home or in-

community relief for primary care-givers, 

families, and the children and youth with 

disabilities that they care for. 

Experience Summer 

 (Summer Day Camp) 

This program allows school aged  

children with disabilities the chance to 

attend a local summer program for a 

week with one on one assistance.       

This Programs is only  

available in Yellowknife at this time.
